Introduction

You will then give presentations talking about the results of the questionnaire and your experience speaking English to tourists. Now listen carefully while I explain the procedure." 
Procedure - Go over entire procedure with class
	
	SESSION#1 and #2 - Preparation - Class and Computer room

	1)
	Brainstorm with the class ICT topics e.g. smart phones; smart TVs; Internet; buying online; how have certain devices changed your life and habits etc

	
	

	2)
	Students form groups of three or four and prepare their questionnaires using Microsoft Word. They will have to hand in a copy of the questionnaire to the teacher before going to the town square. If not, they say in school :(. Students must prepare three questions each minimum related to the topic. However, they shouldn't make their survey too long!

	
	

	
	SESSION#3 - Going to the town square

	3)
	Interviewing tourists.

1) Students must remember to say to the tourists that they are doing a project for their school.
2) Students must be very polite even if the tourists are not! Students musn't hassle people if they obviously don’t want to participate.

3) Students take turns asking different tourists the questions, at least 3 different interviews.

4) Students could ask the tourists if they could record the conversations on their smart phones and should take plenty of photos always with permission of course.



	
	

	
	SESSION#4 - In the computer room (One pc per group!)

	5)
	The groups must now prepare their presentation of the results of the survey. Students will have to display their questions on the screen using a pendrive. A powerpoint would be ideal, using the questions, photos and audio recordings too.



	
	

	
	SESSION#5 - Assessment

	6)
	Presenting the Results to the Class

1) Students must display their questions on the screen using a pen drive or Dropbox. Each student must talk about an equal number of questions and explain the results to the class.

2) Each student must answer questions from the teacher and students about their part of the survey.
3) Apart from the questions, students must say where the tourists were from; say how easy or not it was to understand them; say how friendly they were and describe the experience
