Making and Responding to Suggestions (50mins)

1 Introductory task – Brainstorming (5mins)

- Teacher writes on board ‘Places I like to go with friends.’
- Brainstorm ideas from the class. Include fast food joints; shopping centres etc.

2 Pair work (15mins)

- In pairs, students prepare dialogues. They need to include the following 
expressions:-

Making a suggestion: Are you doing anything on...?
Why don’t we...?
What about + VERB + -ING?

Responding to suggestions: I’d love to.
That sounds great.
Sorry, I can’t.

Giving an opinion: I’m not keen on + VERB + -ING
I’ve heard that...
I can’t stand + VERB + -ING

Arranging to meet: Where/what time shall we meet?
See you there
Is four o’clock okay?

3 Class task – Acting out the dialogues (20mins)

- Pairs act out dialogues to the class.
- Allow other students to give their opinion and allow discussions to develop.
